MULTIPLE ARRESTS FOR ASSAULT

Operators spotted a group of males in the town centre who were arguing with another male,
cameras were deployed and observations were maintained. A fight breaks out and police are
informed, they have been watching the group on the ‘live’ police feed and immediately dispatch
officers to the scene.

The fight escalates and a female joins the group, there is a lot of punching and kicking, mostly
directed at one of the males in particular. He appears to be held in a headlock and is punched and
kicked by the others.

Police officers arrive and break up the fight. 5 members of the group are arrested and taken into
custody.

UNCONSCIOUS MALE SPOTTED ON ROOFTOP

Police ask operators to review playback and find out when the male arrived,
footage shows him walking up the roof before slumping against the wall, an
ambulance is called.

Paramedics and police arrive on scene and administer first aid, he appears to have
overdosed on drugs and is know to police. He regains consciousness and leaves the
scene on foot, refusing to speak with police or paramedics.

Later that evening operators spot a female matching the missing child's description,
they maintain observations and inform police who dispatch officers to the location.

After initially denying her identity, the female admits that she is the missing child
they have been looking for. She is returned to her home safely.

DRUNK DRIVING PREVENTED

Operators spotted a male leaving a town centre restaurant who appeared to be very intoxicated, he
was seen getting into the driving seat of a parked vehicle. Details were passed to police via airwaves
and cameras were used to observe the male who was sitting in the car.

Police arrived soon after, they arrested the male and also reported significant damage to the car.
Operators used playback to review footage of the area, the car was seen reversing into a gate and
causing damage, this information was passed to police.

This proactive work by CCTV operators prevented a potentially very dangerous drink driving
incident.

ARRESTS MADE AFTER FIGHT BREAKS OUT

Operators observed 2 males leaving a city centre night club, they appeared to be arguing with each
other and being quite physical. The males were joined by a group of females and a third male who
attempted to separate the arguing pair. All 3 males starting fighting with each other resulting in
punches to the face and one male being knocked to the floor. Operators called police over the
airwaves.

Night club door staff attempted to break up the fight but the males were seen arguing with other
people in the vicinity and not calming down. 1 male is seen walking off but soon comes back to the
scene, further punches are thrown before police arrive to separate the group.

Officers arrest 2 of the males and take them into custody.

The male manages to free his vehicle and then drives around the city centre, appearing to drive very
unsteadily. Police are kept updated of his location. He stops and gets out of his vehicle, walks
around for a while and then returns to the vehicle and drives off. Operators are watching him
throughout and keeping police informed. Officers are eventually dispatched and catch up with him,
they stop his vehicle and carry out a breathalyser test on scene. The male fails the test and is
arrested for drink driving.

A prolific Cambridge shop thief is back in prison after stealing beef joints and alcohol.

Last month [August) Stephen Neal was caught on CCTV twice trying to steal joints of beef
from Lidl in Newmarket Road by hiding it up his jumper.

He was also captured on CCTV stealing items, including alcohol, worth more than £300 from
John Lewis in St Andrew's Street on 27 August.

At Peterborough Magistrates” Court yesterday (7 September), Neal, 35, of no fixed abode, was
sentenced to 16 weeks in prison after pleading guilty to three counts of theft.

On 21 December Neal was given a two-year Criminal Behaviour Order (CBQ) not to:

Be in possession of any pedal cycle part of pedal cyele unless having notihed the police within
24 hours of his lawful possession, providing any details of the possession

Go to Superdrug, Boots or Go Outdoors stores in Cambridge within the boundary of the M11,
Alland Al4d.

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Drink driver crashed into
metal barriers

A drink driver who crashed his Audi 53 into metal barriers in 5t Neots has been banned from
getting behind the wheel.

Clyde King, 25, returned to his vehicle in Market Square at about 1.30am on 29 May when he
drove off and almost immediately crashed into a set of metal barriers.

Despite the crash King drove off, with CCTV operators alerting the police.

An officer on patrol in Little Paxton noticed the vehicle, which had significant front-end
damage and was smoking heavily.

When King was stopped by the officer he refused to take part in a roadside breath test and
was arrested.

He was taken to custody where he completed the test - returning a reading of 67ug of alcohol
per 100ml of breath. Nearly double the legal limit

King, of Samuel Jones Crescent, Little Paxton, admited driving with alcohol levels above the
legal limit.

On Tuesday (23 August) at Peterborough Magistrates Court he was banned from driving for
18 months, fined £162 and was ordered to pay £85 towards prosecution costs.

Sergeant Aaron Murphy said: "This collision could have been far worse. Fortunately, King's
Audi and the metal barriers were the only casualties on this occasion.

"Drink driving is completely unacceptable. It significantly increases your chances of being
involved in a serious, or even fatal, collision

"Those who decide to drink drive are putting their lives and those of other innocent people at
risk

“I hope King has learnt his lesson and won't make the same mistake again”

More than 440 suspected drink or drug drivers have been arrested in Cambridgeshire so far
this year as police warn motorists of the risks of driving under the influence.

Last week a campaign was launched that warned drink or drug driving can destroy lives and
it's not just the driver that's at risk.
